Many, many other Rotarians, families and friends, especially those attending the District Conference, are expected to participate by walking the last leg on the last day, all donning ‘END POLIO NOW’ t-shirts.

· To inspire, to motivate Rotarians and the public to donate to The Rotary Foundation’s US$200 Million Challenge;
