Visit Kek Lok Si Temple. Also known as the Temple of Supreme Bliss, Kek Lok Si is the largest Buddhist



temple in Southeast Asia and arguably one of the most famous in Penang. It was founded in 1893 by an



immigrant Chinese Buddhist. Located in Air Itam, the hills in that area (called He San or Crane Hill) have



traditionally been regarded as possessing geomantic significance because they have all the right feng shui


for a temple. They are extremely popular as a retreat for monks and Taoists striving for immortality. The



temple consists of many prayer halls, pagodas, and bell towers but two structures especially dominate the



scenery when looking at the temple from afar. These are the seven-story pagoda that dates back to the



founding of the temple and the other is a huge, 30.2m bronze statue of Kuan Yin, the Goddess of Mercy.

Situated 823m (2,750 feet) above sea level on the northern part of Penang, this



oldest hill resort and the first in Malaysia has cool, unpolluted air and a rich historical heritage. It stands



prominently from the lowlands as a hilly and forested area. Its original name during British colonial days



was Flagstaff Hill, when a flag fluttering from a flagpole at Bel Retiro, the home of the Governor of Penang



at that time, was used as a signal transmitter. Penang Hill offers the best panoramic views of Georgetown


and other conurbations on the eastern coast of Penang Island.  The cooler climate of Penang Hill is an


important factor in the establishment of the hill resort. It offers a cooler respite away from the hustle-


bustle in Georgetown and its surrounding areas.
